	· Ensure cell phones are available for emergencies
· Ensure time allowed for a drink break

· First Aid kit carried and immediately accessible
· Ensure students have appropriate warm clothing (if outside)

	· Follow appropriate sign-in/sign-out procedures on site (educator)
· In event of natural disaster, follow instructions of Lead School Teacher, assemble at site assembly point, and follow instructions of site staff and/or emergency personnel

· If inside a building, find nearest safe exit then assemble in designated safe zone. In case of significant earthquake  DROP – COVER – HOLD
· The education group will have access to on-site First Aid kits
FOR MORE SPECIFIC INCIDENTS:

· Significant or ongoing behaviour problems with students
· Liaise with Lead teacher. Decide on best course of action.
