· Lack of protective clothing e.g. sunhat, sunscreen, warm clothing
· Lack of cell phone and/or first aid kit

	· Variable weather conditions and exposure to wind, rain and sun

· Sharp edged plants and branches
· Waste materials

· Uneven surfaces on footpaths or tracks

· Ponds and river in the park and at the Curators House

	· Ensure 1:5 adult to student ratio is met

· Advise students of potential hazards and requirement to behave appropriately
· Ensure adult helpers are aware of their supervision role on the day
· Adults to control students’ movement in areas where vehicles present
· Check teacher/student is carrying medication
	· Advise children to bring water bottles 

· Ensure students have appropriate clothing, footwear and sun protection

· Have sunscreen available

· Ensure cell phones are available for emergencies

· First aid kit carried and immediately accessible

	· Disclosure of risks of a park environment, including uneven tracks
· Check group is prepared for conditions e.g. sturdy footwear, warm clothing and sun protection

· Avoid tree/forest areas in high wind

· Ensure all students wash their hands after handling waste resources and before eating

	Emergency Plans

	· Adult helper assigned to take responsibility of other children in the event of an accident or injury

· Emergency services notified immediately

· First Aid kit to be carried by teacher and educator and administered by qualified first aid person

· Cell phone to be carried by educator and/or teacher
