	· Ensure a suitable teacher/parent help to student ratio is met
· Advise students of potential hazards
· Educator to control the movement in areas where vehicles present
· Check teacher/student is carrying medicine for special conditions
· Adults clear on their supervision roles
	· Ensure group is prepared for all weather conditions e.g. sturdy footwear, warm clothing, and sun protection.

	· Disclosure of risks of a wetland environment, including depth of water and presence of stinging plants
· Ensure an eyewash and clean water is carried in first aid kit
· Ensure students wash their hands before eating
