· Inadequate or inappropriate food and fluids to sustain time spent walking
	· Unsafe trees

· Uneven slippery ground

· Variable weather conditions
· Stinging plants close to tracks
· Sharp objects e.g. rubbish, branches, blackberries
· Moving vehicles

	· Ensure a suitable teacher/parent help to student ratio is met
· Keep group together – use front and back markers for walks
· Educator to control the movement in areas where vehicles present
· Check teacher/student is carrying medication
· Adults clear on their supervision roles
	· Ensure students carry enough food and fluids to sustain themselves
· Ensure group is prepared for all weather conditions e.g. sturdy footwear, warm clothing, and sun protection.

	· Disclosure of risks of the Port Hills environment
· Cancel in extreme wind conditions
